Call to Order:  Ken Trebelhorn called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m.

Approval of September 2010 Minutes:  A motion was made by Jan Bailey, seconded by Carolyn Barnes, to approve the minutes of the September Site Council meeting.  Motion carried.  (October meeting cancelled due to school evacuation.)

Director’s Report :  
John reported on the recent evacuation of the school.  As a result of the heavy rains this fall, ground water levels increased and entered the mechanical room in the gym/pool area.  The naturally occurring bacteria carried in that water, known as sulfur-reducing bacteria, produced the rotten egg odor that caused the evacuation of the school.  This odor was not hazardous.  Steps were taken to clean up the affected areas and long-term sampling will continue.  John expressed his appreciation to staff and students at MSAD for their hospitality and assistance during MSAB’s “visit” to their campus.

John attended accreditation training this past week.  

Administrator’s Report:  

Linda Mitchell reported the Academies are in a “holding pattern” regarding the legislature and budget setting for the year.

The A+ Housing project is progressing nicely.  

Linda talked about the legislative language that will be introduced this year, likely as part of the governor’s recommendations, that allows parents to request a 60-90 placement of their child at the Academies.  
Old Business:
